Rock Paper Scissors Collective (RPSC) will consign the items of the latter party in their Collective space. 

Consignment of items: 

RPSC will generally carry up to 10 of a designer's items at a time. Each inventory item will be categorized by the designer’s 3-letter code + 3 digits (ABC 001, 002, 003, etc.) and must be entered into our QuickBooks systems by an RPSC Retail Committee Member (RCM) prior to being out for sale, as this is how we keep track of sales. RPSC recommends designers keep additional inventory lists for their own records. 

Designers wishing to bring in new retail should make an appointment with an RCM, by emailing retail@rpscollective.com. An RCM will then update RPSC records. RPSC is not responsible for items left at RPS without the designer making prior arrangements with an RCM. 

RPSC relies on designers to keep track of their own inventory, and recommends they frequently check on their items to see how they are selling. RPSC encourages designers to regularly switch out inventory, and remove items that are not moving through the store quickly.  At the end of any 3-month period, items may be reviewed, and if no longer deemed eligible for sale, pulled from the racks. RPSC will make considerable effort to contact the designer to notify them to retrieve their items. If items are not retrieved within 3 weeks of RPSC attempting to contact the designer, items will be considered property of RPSC, unless other arrangements are made. RPSC will then reserve the right to earn full profit in the sales of the items. 

  

Payment for items: 

RPSC will maintain a 40% commission on goods sold. Profits from sales earned in a month may be picked up at RPS after the 15th day of the following month, unless alternate arrangements are made. Designers who live outside of the Bay Area will have their checks mailed, or may arrange for a third party to pick up their checks. Though RPSC will attempt to contact the designer to alert them when a check is ready, designers should check in with an RCM (by emailing retail@rpscollective.com) if they have not heard from RPSC in over 2 months.  Designers may pick up their checks during any of RPS's regular store hours, but must make an appointment with an RCM if they also with to update their inventory at that time. 

The signer recognizes that store insurance does not cover consignment items, but RPSC will be responsible for reimbursement for items stolen or damaged due to mishandling. RPSC does not take responsibility for items broken due to poor construction.
  

Both parties enter this agreement in good faith.
